As recognition for all his hard work over the years 
and appreciation of being a loyal and long serving 
committee member since 1981, Ron Sharp, who has 
now stepped-down as club president, has been 
made an honorary member of the club. 

 
It was agreed at the AGM that the club would register its own club colours. This does NOT mean the ‘old’ 
green and white dress code is redundant. There has been some confusion over what exactly this does mean, 
so I will do my best to clear things-up. 
A few years ago the GNAS decided to allow archery clubs to register their own set of clothing colours. This 
means that archers from a club that has registered its colours can choose to wear their official club colours at 
shoots, without fear of being disqualified for not wearing the official green and white clothing. New club colours 
will NOT replace green and white, but will become an optional alternative set of clothing colours. 
As yet, official club colours have not been chosen for CADAC. We would like the choice of colours to be 
decided by the club members and not by the committee alone. We would therefore be grateful if anyone who 
has any suggestions or ideas for a new ‘club strip’ could pass on their ideas to a member of the committee. 
More than one colour can be specified for shirts and trousers e.g. red shirt with orange sleeves and green 
collar, but please keep it ‘practical’. 
I would hope that some time in the next couple of months, I will be able to put the most popular suggestions in 
the newsletter and ask you, the club members to vote on your preferred choice.

CADAC Clout Shoot. 
Does anyone know of a ground/field that can be used to stage the club clout shoot. We have had one 
suggestion put forward, but it is by no means certain that permission will be granted, so any other ideas, at this 
stage, would be very welcome. Ideally we need a field that is at least 230 yards long and almost as wide, with 
a clear line of sight, and a surface that is suitable for finding arrows i.e. grass that is not too long. It should be a 
field that is not used by other sports, due to complications that may occur if we cannot find all the arrows.
